Hu-tec seminars�
We at Kubota support the Hu-tec seminars (“Hu-tec is an abbrevia-
tion of “human technology ”), which are held for junior high and senior 
high school students who are interested in science, to help young 
people become aware of environment, as a part of our social contri-
bution in the field of education.
In those seminars, the progressive scientific knowledge is explained 
easily.
Each three-part series, held in Tokyo and Osaka once a year respec-
tively, consists of two lectures and one field trip. (Organized by the 
Asahi Newspapers and the Asahi Culture Center, starting in 1985.)
The theme of this year (fiscal 2000) is “Beginner ’ s course on geosci-
ence – probing mechanism of the earth”.
And we experienced an actual research site as s field trip, visiting the 
Low-temperature Science Research Institute in Hokkaido University.
We also held a celebration seminar named “To the scientists in the 
twenty-first century – things that we would like to inform” in celebra-
tion of the thirtieth seminar.

Remarkable activities in Sydney Olympic Games
Kubota’ s twenty-six tractors actively participated in Sydney 
Olympic Games, being played exciting games for seventeen 
days.
The work was collecting solid wastes, gathered by volunteers, 
from the tens of thousands of audience.
The tractors were also used in the Paralympics, following 
Olympics.
